economy, etc.

The article proves that in the hotel business, radical innovations are most often introduced, from
which evolutionary branch organizational, economic and socio-cultural innovations subsequently
emerge. The effects of innovation should include economic, scientific and technical, social and
environmental effects, since it is on these environments that the hotel business exerts the greatest
influence.

Types of innovative strategies in international business, as well as opportunities and threats of
their implementation are considered.

The results of the study can be useful for the development of scientifically based
recommendations for the implementation of innovative technologies in the hotel industry.

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Abstract This article aims to study the significance that historical events play in the
development of current international relations and economic relations between two countries. The
countries used in the article are Japan and South Korea. Those countries represent a difficult case of
past historical hardships. Data from both before and after the World War 2 is used to show the long
history these countries share. During the analysis, the exact degree of damage to the relations between
these two countries is determined. The article proceeds to show the positive advances which two
countries initiate. Based on the current information and historical statistical data, it is concluded that
two countries continue their political economic and even military cooperation despite the hardships
they faced in the past. Japan and South Korea also take active part in investing in each other’s
economies which further shows the degree of cooperation in economic aspect. The regression model
constructed in the article only further supports the claim that two countries were able to overcome the
issues of the past and move on to have a productive and efficient relations in the present. The scientific
and practical value of this work is that many other countries can get valuable information about
cooperation and recovery. For Ukraine, this work can be valuable in two ways. The experience of
these countries in post-war reconstruction and development, as well as their cooperation despite
historical problems. For Ukraine in particular, after the end of hostilities, a window of opportunity
opens, similar to what happened to Japan and South Korea at the beginning of their journey. With
sufficient material and technological assistance from the USA and European countries, Ukraine can try
to repeat the experience of Japan or South Korea. But at the same time, the country must be careful not
to make mistakes made in the past. Given the characteristic features of the economy, circumstances,
and historical experience, it is even possible to surpass the results achieved by Japan and South Korea.
The second point is close cooperation with Western neighbors. For the Ukraine of the future, it is very
important to preserve these friendly relations and further develop them. As experience shows,
cooperation always brings positive results for both parties, bringing them closer to the main goal -
economic growth and well-being. In the course of writing the article, the following research methods
were used: analysis of literature and statistical data on the research topic, induction and deduction,
modeling, generalization and synthesis of the obtained information.

Keywords: economic cooperation, barriers, historical background, effectiveness.

Introduction. People in today’s world live in a system shaped by great events of the
past. World War 1l and its aftermath created a stable system in which most countries could
coexist in peace. But that does not mean that the woes of the past have been forgotten.
Problems caused by actions in the past still affect the relationship of countries in the present.
But despite this, countries which were enemies once, have become trade partners and even
allies over the years. One particular aspect which this article is going to cover is the
relationship between former colonies and metropoles. There are many examples of such
countries, United Kingdom and countries of Africa and India, France and North Africa. But in
this article the main focus will be on two Asian countries — Japan and South Korea. Korea as a
whole country was occupied for more than three decades. A brutal oppression of people and
culture was present. However, after the second World War, countries learned how to put these
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difficulties aside in order to economically cooperate. The experience of those two countries
will show, how countries which had a difficult past can cooperate in the present. Which steps
had to be taken in order for such cooperation to happen. And which barriers are still left for
those two countries. Even in modern world, there are still conflicts. States argue, fight and
negotiate every day. They will always have a need for cooperation with each other. This
article could be useful as an example of countries working out an effective cooperation
mechanism. Such experience could be used for a quicker cooperation establishment in context
of a different pair or a group of countries.

Problem statement. International Economic Relations in modern world are often based
on the historical, geographical and cultural aspects. These aspects must not be neglected if one
wishes to see the full picture of a country’s development. Analyzing a country’s history allows
not only a deeper understanding of this particular country’s economic system and its
uniqueness, but it also serves as a valuable information which could be applied to different
cases to maximize efficiency of development. The purpose of research is the analysis of
historical and economic data with further process of extracting a valuable experience
regarding a cooperation between countries. Countries are subjects of international economic
relations. By studying the specifics of each country’s development, it is possible to gain
valuable experience. This experience could be useful in coordinating a development of
another state and avoid mistakes and miscalculations made by countries of the example.

Results. This problem is the object of study by a wide range of foreign researchers,
including: Jungmin Seo, Taku Tamaki, Kim Gyu-Pan, Frank Aum, Sang-ok Park, Ambassador
Joseph Yun. However, the compilation of the result of the research combined with a new data
and perspective could help to understand the problem on a deeper level.

At the beginning, it is essential to state the main problem which Japan and South Korea
face nowadays. Giving an explanation to historical events would show the actual gravity of
the situation which these countries have to work through. It is also important to note that in
this analysis only South Korea will be presented since the lack of proper data of the northern
part of the peninsula nullifies the possibility of quality analysis. With a help of researchers and
relevant data it is possible to describe the problem which two countries face. As of year 1910,
following the Russo-Japanese war, the state of Korea was annexed by Japanese Empire.
Imperial Japan during the years of Korean occupation was a completely different country.
Military reigned supreme, extremist, racist and exploitive ideas were common in the
government. In general sense, Korean populace was seen as inferior and something of tool to
benefit the empire. Imperial Japanese government was making attempts of slowly erasing and
later assimilating Koreans into Japanese state. Some cases of slavery were also present.
Movements of resistance were appearing, and Koreans never fully lost their sense of identity.
All those things have to be listed in order to show the severity of the damage which two
countries had in their relations. Following the Japanese defeat in World War 11, Korea gains
independence once again. Unfortunately, the new state could not begin its path to economic
development, as the tensions in political sphere of the country resulted in civil war. The result
of this war is two countries which exist to this day — North Korea and South Korea. This split
greatly limits the potential economic growth in the country. Both countries managed to rebuild
themselves after the war, but only one was able to thrive — South Korea. Gradually we move
on to South Korean first attempts at establishing relations with Japan again. [1]

Japan’s economic relations with Korea after the war were re-established with the
“diplomatic normalization” of the two states in 1965. This agreement also oversaw the
payment of a significant sum in a form of reparations. A total amount of reparations equaled
$300 million dollars of grants. The additional funds of $200 million were to be provided in a
form of loans. At that time, Korea was quite behind Japan in when it came to economic
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development. Its GDP per capita was around 100 dollars, which was approximately 1/10™ of
Japan’s at the time. [3],[4]

Experts in the sphere of economic relations between South Korea and Japan note that at
least at the beginning, countries established an economic relation which mirrored their relation
during the colonial time. Korea imported many technological products from Japan which
would help fuel their own economic growth. However, this is only natural for a capital and
technology rich country to sell the abundance to the country that requires it. Basic principles
of international trade could be clearly observed in the relations of these two countries. Some
experts also agree that Japan played a big role by providing capital and technology which
triggered Korean economic miracle. [3]

In modern time, Korea and Japan continue their economic cooperation this can be seen
by looking at their trade statistics (figure 3). There are many factors at play when the analysis
of the trade is conducted. Specific attributes of countries are of extreme importance. Thus,
when looking at the chart below, it is important to note such characteristics of Japan. Japan is
known for having an advanced economy, this type of economy defines the products it needs to
import. Imports mostly consist of either raw materials or electronic parts. Imports of Japan are
Crude Petroleum, Petroleum Gas, Integrated Circuits, Broadcasting Equipment, and
Computers. While the top import partner is China, due to the cheapness of electronic
components and natural resources, South Korea also is an important trade partner. South
Korean main export to Japan is Refined petroleum.

Chart 2 shows the export partners of Japan. As it can be seen, the main export partners
are again China and the United Stated. The obvious question raises itself “why these countries
dominate both imports and exports of Japan”. This question needs to be addressed in order to
proceed with the analysis. These countries both possess a huge internal market and produce a
large amount of goods. This makes them very appealing in terms of a potential trading partner.
Korea does not have such a market, but due to geographic proximity and relatively high
purchasing power, the country makes it to the 4™ place of Japanese top trading partners. The
top exports of Japan are Cars, Integrated Circuits, Motor vehicles; parts and accessories,
Machinery Having Individual Functions, and Photo Lab Equipment. The last article in specific
Is a main export to South Korea.

The next graph shows the FDI flows between Japan and South Korea. The unexpected
result of this statistical information is that South Korea invests more in Japan than vice versa.
This important detail clearly shows how over the course of time, South Korea was not only
able to develop itself but also change the FDI flows. So now it invests in Japan. The main
categories of FDI which South Korea invests in Japan are communications, finance and
insurance. The main categories of FDI which Japan invests in South Korea are electric
machinery, communications, finance and insurance. The situation of ranking stays
approximately the same as it is in trade statistics, South Korea is 4™ or 5™, USA still remains
the largest investor and investment destination both for Japan and South Korea. This could
also serve as another example of deepening relations between two countries.

Regression model of macroeconomic factors of South Korea and Japan

A regression model was built to study the impact on the economic development of South
Korea and Japan. A number of indicators that could affect the GDP of these countries were
selected. Such as budget deficit, interest rate, public debt, and the most importantly FDI
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indexes of countries. The FDI index in specific could potentially show both the degree of
integration into the world’s economy and the degree of influence of countries’ FDI on each
other’s economies.

The regression model used annual data from 1995 to 2021.

The following models with probable dependence were obtained:

Based on the competed regression models, we can conclude that there are a number of
factors which affect the economic development of each country. Not all among them are the
same for each country. For example, the amount of debt seems to have no affect on Japanese
economy, as well as interest rate. On the other hand, South Korean GDP seems to be affected
by both interest rate and the amount of debt but not by budget deficit as in Japan’s case.
However, there are indexes which affect both countries’ GDP. This index is FDI. In case of
Japan if the GDP increases by 1 standard deviation the FDI also increases by 0.433. The same
thing could be observed in case of South Korea. if the GDP increases by 1 standard deviation
the FDI also increases by 0.399. This data allows to show that countries do depend on
international investment when they develop their economies. Which of course means that they
also depend on each other’s investments. The data from the model also allows to conclude that
countries are deeply integrated in the world economy which allows them to depend on foreign
capital for further economic development.

Conclusions. Of course, the statistics do not mean that countries no longer have
problems. Quite on the contrary, there are still many political disputes over the past events.
For South Korea the issue of slavery is still a very relevant one. On the other hand, Japan
makes tremendous effort to try and “forget” about the issue and pursue “future oriented
relationship”. Recently South Korea demanded additional compensation to some of its citizens
which greatly soured the relationship. A quote of prime minister at the time Shinzo Abe
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“while difficulties remain, ‘it is in our mutual interest to manage the bilateral relationship”.
Both sides of the conflict have their truths; it is also important to note that both sides try to
balance between their democratic and nationalistic supporters inside the country which
complicates the issue even further. These problems will forever be a part of the difficult
relations of Japan and South Korea. However, despite the issues countries find a way for
cooperation in economic sphere. They trade, they invest and cooperate with each other. The
regression clearly shows how the capital flows of countries affect their economies. Many
other cooperations exist. There are many cultural and scientific cooperations between the two
countries. Japanese and Korean military conduct exercises together. China’s aggressive
foreign policy also serves as a uniting factor of the sort, forcing two countries to seek further
cooperation despite the many problems they faced in the past.

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Abstract. The article examines the debt situation in European countries, especially in Italy and
Spain, since these countries are leaders among European countries in terms of debt burden. The article
examines both external and public debt, but more attention is paid to public debt, as it is more
important than external debt for Italy and Spain. This situation is related to the fact that both countries
are members of the European Union and the Eurozone, that is, they pay their foreign debt in euros, and
the national currency is also the euro, which gives the countries more favorable conditions. For
comparison with the countries of the euro zone, the article also examines the debt situation in Poland,
since this country has kept its own currency, and for its economy the external debt is no less
significant than the national debt. The debt situation in the countries is analyzed for the period from
2016 to 2021 and the beginning of 2022, since this period of time allows to assess the situation before
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and during the pandemic. According to the data analysis, Poland has the smallest public debt in 2021,
and Greece has the largest, the article also examines such indicators as the yield of 10-year bonds of
the countries, the public deficit and the foreign debts of Italy, Spain and Poland. In 2021, among the
countries with the highest yield of 10 summer government bonds, Poland is leading, and in 2022, the
country has the highest yield, this situation indicates the growth of risks for the country's economy and
its stability. The largest increase in the government deficit in 2020 occurred in Italy, while the smallest
in Poland. Regarding public debt, the situation is the same, the public debt of Italy in 2020 increased
by 29.5%, Spain by 27%, and Poland by 13.9% of GDP. In the article, vector autoregressions were
constructed to reveal the presence of dependence between budget deficits and current accounts of the
balance of payments of the countries under study. The results of the modulation proved that there is
such a dependence in Spain, which was also confirmed by linear regression and the indicators were
found to be inversely related. The modulation results also proved the presence of an inverse
relationship between the yield on the 10-year Spanish government bond and the current account. In
Italy and Poland, the existence of a double deficit was not detected.

Keywords: The Covid-19 pandemic, the European Union, public debt, the double deficit of the
budget and current account, external debt.

Introduction. The debt crisis in the European Union began after the Global Financial
Crisis of 2008. The countries most affected were Ireland, Spain, Cyprus, Greece, Portugal and
Italy. And starting from this period, these countries have the greatest risks to the growth of
public debt.

According to previous studies J. Bulow, C. Reinhart, K. Rogoff and C. Trebesch (2020)
considered the issue of debt during the pandemic. The pandemic has given rise to debt
problems in many developing and emerging market countries. Many international
organizations, including the IMF and the World Bank, provided the financing that countries
needed due to the reduction in government revenues. The authors also report that emerging
market governments issued $124 billion in hard-currency debt during the first six months of
2020, with two-thirds of borrowing in the second quarter. Many businesses in emerging
markets continue to accumulate foreign currency debt. E. Krecke (2022) in her publication
mentions the debt crisis of 2009-2012 and wonders if such a scenario could be repeated today.
She also states that the public finances of many countries are now in a worse state than at the
peak of the previous crisis, for example, Greece's public debt to GDP ratio has increased to
211 percent in 2020. Italy's public debt in relation to GDP rose to 155 percent, and Spain to
120 percent since the start of the pandemic. Due to the growing health problems, the situation
in the countries has worsened, and one can only imagine how worse it will be in connection
with the Russian invasion of Ukraine, since many decisions have been made by Europe
regarding sanctions, refugees and energy. The author also touched upon the problem of rising
inflation, which may lead to an increase in the cost of inquisition for countries.

S. Yakubovskiy, G. Dominese, T. Rodionova, V. Derenko in their article analyze the
yield of 10-year government bonds of Greece, Italy, Portugal and Spain from 2005-2020. The
authors, using the construction of a regression model, determined that there is a strong
relationship between the demand for government bonds and the cost of public debt service,
which may have a negative impact in the future after the expansionary policy is terminated.

According to the data above, it can be seen that the same countries that had problems
after the 2008 crisis also faced problems with debt growth after the pandemic. The state debt
of Greece in 2021 amounted to 222.37% of the country's GDP, the state debt of Italy
amounted to 183.49%. Spain's public debt amounted to 142.76% of GDP, while Poland took
the last place in this list with a public debt of 68.28% of GDP in 2021.

The graph depicts countries in Europe that have experienced problems with a high level
of public debt relative to GDP. Consider the situation with the yield of their state 10-year
bonds and how this figure has changed compared to last year. It can be seen that the last graph
practically coincides with this one, that is, countries with growing public debt have an
increase in the yield of government 10-year bonds. This situation has developed due to the
fact that the greater the risk, the greater the profitability. There is a significant increase in
bond yields in all countries. But the most striking trend is Poland's bond yield. This situation
may be mediated by the Russian invasion of Ukraine, which increased the number of refugees
from Ukraine to Poland. As well as the growth of other risks due to the provision of assistance
to Ukraine and rising fuel prices. Thus, it can be assumed that in 2022 there was such a
significant increase in the indicator for all countries precisely because of the high risks for
Europe in connection with the war of Russia against Ukraine.
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Problem statement. Since it is precisely the problem of debt that is acute for the EU
countries, research will be carried out to reveal the problem of double budget deficits.
Namely, the relationship between the budget deficit and the current account. Vector
autoregression will be carried out, followed by a Granger causality test, and if there is a
correlation, a least squares test will be carried out, which can lead to consistent estimates.

Mathematically vector regression for these indicators will look like this:

At the beginning, a graph is built to determine the general trend of the indicators
towards each other. Next, a correlation table is built to determine the percentage of possible
influence of indicators on each other, a significant indicator is above 50%. Next, a 5-lag
vector autorepression is constructed for R-squared and F-statistical analysis. Further use of the
criteria for choosing the order of lag is determined by the most optimal number of lags for
constructing a vector autoregression and then regression with such a number of lags is
performed. After analyzing the data, a Granger test is finally carried out to determine the
influence of indicators on each other and to assess the presence of a double deficit problem. If
there is a significance that has an influence, then a linear regression is carried out using the
least squares method in order to more accurately confirm the presence of the influence of
indicators.

The model will look like this:

CA= a, *BD+ a, *GD, 3)

Where: CA-current account (% of GDP); BD- budget deficit (% of GDP); GD-
government debt (% of GDP).

The analysis period is 26 years from 1995-2021. The main data source is Eurostat.

Results. Consider the state of Italy's debts, namely the country's rating in terms of
public debt in relation to GDP. In 2016, the country ranked 6th in the world after Lebanon and
2nd in Europe in terms of public debt. In 2020, the country began to rank 5th in the world
after Cape Verde and is still 2nd in Europe after Greece [11], [12].

According to the chart, Italy experienced an increase in the government deficit against
the backdrop of a global pandemic. In 2016-2017, the budget deficit was -2.4% of GDP, in
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2018 the budget deficit decreased by 0.2% and became -2.2%. In 2019, the deficit fell by
0.7% to -1.5%. In 2020, just with the onset of the pandemic the state deficit has increased
dramatically and has become -9.6%. The data on the budget deficit since 1995 was reviewed
and it was found that this is the largest increase in the budget deficit in Italy over the past 25
years. In 2021 the budget deficit has decreased to -7.2%.

The debt-to-GDP ratio in Italy for 2016-2018 had a downward trend from 2016 to 2017,
it decreased by 2.6% and in 2018 by another 5.2%. In 2019, the ratio also decreased by about
0.5%. In 2020, Italy's debt-to-GDP ratio was 183.6%, up 29.5% from 2019. This is due to an
increase in the public debt deficit by 8.1% and a fall in Italy's GDP by 8.9%. In 2021, the
public debt amounted to 173.7% of GDP, which is 9.9% less than in 2020, which indicates
positive trends in the country.

Although the debt in Italy is of lesser importance as it is mostly covered by the national
currency, it will still be considered for a better comparison of the situation in the countries.

Italy's external debt had an upward trend on average. In particular, rapid growth can be
seen in the third quarter of 2019, where the indicator grew by about 3.7%. Then there is a
slight decrease, and in the second half of 2020, growth again. Also, comparing the beginning
of 2016 and the end of 2021, the growth of external debt occurred by 14.03%. As for the first
quarter of 2022, Italy's external debt is still on an upward trend.
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Spain, in turn, in 2016 ranked 17th in the world and 6th in Europe in terms of public
debt in relation to GDP. In 2020, the country ranked 15th in the world and 4th in the world in
terms of public debt to GDP ratio [11],[12].

The ratio of government budget balance to GDP in Spain has a negative value, which
indicates the excess of government spending over government payments. In the period from
2016-2019, the decrease in government deficit was a maximum of 1.2% in the period from
2016 to 2017. Consider 2020, when the pandemic began, the budget deficit increased by 7.2%
compared to Italy, in Spain the deficit growth was the same. But there is good news, in 2021
the level of the state budget deficit decreased by 3.4%. The reduction in the budget deficit in
2021 is due to an increase in tax collection in 2021 by 15.1%. And the increase in tax
collection at one time is associated with an increase in the number of jobs in Spain and an
increase in the minimum wage.

Public debt for Spain, as well as for Italy, is a big enough problem compared to their
external debt. From 2016 to 2018, Spain's public debt to GDP ratio tended to decrease by
1.8% in 2017 compared to 2016 and by 1.6% in 2018 compared to 2017. In 2019, the
indicator increased by 3%. Initially, the level of public debt in Spain was less than in Italy and
in 2020 the public debt to GDP of Spain was (147.5%) less than the similar ratio of Italy
(183.6%). In 2021, Spain's public debt fell by 4.7% to 142.8% of GDP.

Consider Spain's gross foreign debt. It can be immediately noticed that it is larger than
Italy's gross foreign debt and at the same time it is growing more due to the pandemic - the
growth of the indicator from the beginning of 2016 to the end of 2021 was 26.3%. In the first
quarter of 2022, Spain's external debt increased by less than one percent, namely by about
0.5%.

Poland in 2016 ranked 78th in the world in terms of the ratio of public debt to GDP and
23rd among the countries of Europe. In 2020, the situation has changed, Poland has become
83rd in the world and 22nd in Europe [11],[12].

Poland's government deficit is generally smaller than that of Italy and Spain, and it also
showed a downward trend, with a minimum in 2018 of -0.2% of GDP. The increase in the
budget deficit in Poland since the beginning of the pandemic was 6.2%, which is 1% less than
in Italy and Spain (7,2%).

The ratio of Poland's public debt to GDP is much less than that of Italy and Spain. The
public debt of Poland in 2019 compared to 2016 decreased by 3.4%. But, as in other
countries, the debt ratio has risen since the start of the pandemic. In 2020, the indicator
increased by 13.9%, for comparison, in Italy it grew by 29.5%, and in Spain by 27%. That is,
in general, Poland has a more stable position with regard to public debt. In 2021, the indicator
began to recover and overall decreased by 9% compared to 2020.

Poland's gross external debt can be seen to have fluctuated greatly. Until the first quarter
of 2017, it grew, then the trend reversed and the indicator decreased until the third quarter of
2017. It can also be noted that at the beginning of 2020, the indicator did not increase, but
rather fell. In general, from the beginning of 2016 to the end of 2021, Poland's gross external
debt increased by 5.8%, which is the smallest percentage increase among the countries
considered. In the first quarter of 2022, the country's external debt also grew by less than 1%.
But in general, it should be noted that all three countries have growth dynamics in external
debt at the beginning of 2022.

To identify whether there is a problem of double budget deficit in the countries, an
econometric study of the relationship between the budget deficit and the current account will
be carried out. First, a graph was built to determine the correlation of indicators. Italy had
both a positive and a negative current account. It can also be said that there is no special
correlation according to the figure.
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As a result of the analysis of the correlation table correlations between the current
account and the balance of the Italian budget, the dependence of these variables is -0.24 out of
1, the coefficient is negative, which indicating an inverse relationship between these
indicators. So, the correlation is -24%, which is less than 50% and this suggests that there is
no relationship between the indicators. The next step was to build a vector autoregression with
5 lags, according to which the main indicators such as R* = 39% and 89%, F statistics = 0.69
and 8.74, which is quite small with such a number of measurements. The first lag turned out
to be the optimal lag for analysis, so a vector regression was constructed using one lag,
according to which value of indicators has changed, namely, and F statistics has values of
2.28 and 45.02, R* = 16.57% i 79.65%.

According to Granger’s test, the following conclusions can be drawn about the
interdependence of indicators. The current account does not affect the budget deficit, as the
Prob indicator. = 0.5138. The balance of the state budget also does not affect the balance of
the current account, because Prob. = 0.5959, ie there is almost a 60% chance that the
coefficient of the variable is 0, that it is statistically different from zero.

Next, the situation in Spain was considered, doing the same manipulations as for Italy.
Let's first look at the correlation between the current account and the budget deficit.
According to the schedule, there is no strong correlation, but it can be seen that most likely
these indicators have an inverse relationship. Consider a correlation table to confirm such a
relationship. The correlation table shows that the relationship is indeed inverse, since the
correlation indicator is with a minus sign, but it should also be noted that the correlation is not
significant, since the indicator is -0.47. Correlation with 5 lags showed that this number of
lags is not suitable for analysis, since the R-squared value is 0.68 and 0.95. In turn, the F
index is 2.38 and 19.21. The first lag is the most optimal, because the values of the criteria
FPE, AIC, SC and HQ are minimal. It can be argued that with autoregression with 1 lag, the
value of the indicators changed, and R-squared itself = 40% and 91%, and F statistics may
have a value of 7.95 and 119.1. Autoregression with 1 lag, the value of the indicators
changed, and R-squared itself = 62% and 91%, and F statistics may have a value of 18.70 and
121.84.

The current account does not affect the budget deficit, as the Prob indicator. = 0.2224.
But the budget deficit affects the current account balance, because Prob. = 0.0001. It turns out
that the probability of an error is less than 1% and 99% that the indicator is not equal to zero.

In order to check whether there really is a dependence and the impact of the budget
deficit on the current account, a linear regression will be carried out next. This regression
model will consider the impact of Spain 10-Year Bond Yield (at the end of the year), the
budget deficit (% of GDP) on the current account balance.

A regression analysis will be performed to identify the theoretical relationship between
Spanish current account balance CA (% GDP) and such independent variables as:

1. Budget deficit (% of GDP) (BD);

2. 10-Year Bond Yield (GB).

The model will look like this:

CA= a, *BD+ a, *GB, 4)
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The final model will look like this:
CAd=—-0474+=BD — 0,396 * GE, (5)

It can be seen that the impact of the budget deficit has a negative dependence on the
current account, with an increase in the budget deficit, the current account of Spain decreases.
There is also a negative relationship between the yield of 10-year bonds and the current
account, that is, with an increase in the yield of 10-year bonds, the current account decreases.
This is due to the growing risks due to which the yield of 10-year bonds is growing. It turns
out statistically that the study confirmed the relationship between the current account and the
budget deficit, which indicates the existence of a double deficit in Spain. But it is also worth
considering the error of the model, since the coefficient of determination of the model is only
0.380, which indicates a very weak connection. The actual value of the Fisher coefficient is
7.347, which exceeds the critical value of the indicator (3.42), which indicates that the model
is significant.

Next, the effect of the Spanish 10-year bond yield on the current account will be tested
by constructing a vector autoregression. Judging by the figure, there may be a negative
correlation, since the opposite trend is observed, but not by a strong measure. The correlation
table gave the results that the correlation between the current account and the 10-year bond
yield is -.039 out of 1, a negative coefficient, which confirms the assumptions according to
the table, but the relationship is still not significant.

So, the correlation is -39%, which is less than 50%, and this indicates that there is a very
weak relationship between the indicators. A 5-lag vector autoregression yielded the following
results: R squared = 91% and 91%, F statistic = 11.69 and 10.95 which is low with so many
measurements. The VAR lag order selection criteria showed the results that lag 1 is the most
optimal, as it is indicated by a large number of asterisks. Autoregression with 1 lag, the value
of the indicators has changed, and the R-square itself = 85% and 82%, and the F-statistic can
have a value of 69.9 and 57.80.

According to the Granger test, there is an influence of the current account on the yield
of 10 Spanish bonds. But there is also a 1% chance that the variable is zero.

The last vector regression for Poland will be built to see what the situation is in this
country. Judging by the graph, the correlation indicator occurs to some extent, the same can
be seen that if it exists, then most likely it is direct. According to the correlation table, the
indicator is 11%, which indicates a low correlation. Vector autoregression with 5 lags showed
the following results: R squared = 61% and 71%, F statistic = 1.76 and 2.65, which is quite
small for such a large number of victims. But the first lag is the most optimal, because the
values of the criteria FPE, AIC, SC and HQ are minimal. In autoregression with 1 lag, the
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values of indicators changed, namely R square = 23% and 54%, and F statistics has values of
3.42 and 13.73.

According to Granger’s test, the following conclusions can be drawn about the
interdependence of indicators. The current account doesn’t affect the budget deficit, as the
Prob indicator. = 0.1119. The balance of the state budget affects the balance of the current
account, because Prob. = 0.0129. The probability of error does not exceed 5%. In order to
clarify the dependence, a linear regression will be performed.

This regression model will consider the impact of Spain 10-Year Bond Yield (at the end
of the year), the balance of the state budget (% of GDP) on the current account balance. A
regression analysis will be performed to identify the theoretical relationship between Poland
current account balance CA (% GDP) and such independent variables as:

1. Budget deficit (% of GDP) (BD);

2. 10-Year Bond Yield (GB).

The model will look like this:

CA= a, *BD+ a, *GB, (6)

The final model will look like this:

CA= —0,722 = GB, 7
(-5,138**%*)

According to the least squares method, the budget deficit does not have a significant
impact on the current account. But in this case, the yield of 10-year bonds of Poland matters,
namely, the error is not higher than 1%. The indicators have a negative relationship, that is,
with an increase in profitability, the current account decreases. But in this case, the regression
model has a higher coefficient of determination, which is equal to 0.576, it will exceed 50%,
which indicates the acceptability of the model. The actual value of the Fisher coefficient is
13.602, which exceeds the critical value of the indicator (5.55), which confirms the adequacy
of the model.

Consider the results of vector regression for the current account and public debt of
Poland. The correlation was -76%, which indicates a significant influence between the
indicators, since it is more than 50%, it also indicates a negative dependence of the indicators,
which was also seen on the graph. The vector regression was built with 1 lag because it had
the lowest scores. The following results were obtained: R square = 48% and 72%, and the F
statistic has values of 10.79 and 28.37. The Granger test showed that the current account does
not affect the yield of 10-year bonds, and they in turn do not affect the current account, since
their Prob indicators are 0.1504 and 0.4365, respectively.

Conclusions. The situation with the budget balance of the countries differs, although
all three countries have a negative value of the indicator, which indicates the presence of a
budget deficit. In Italy, there was a sharp increase in the budget deficit and its slow recovery
in 2021 in Spain, the deficit also increased significantly, but less than in Italy, but it also
began to decrease more rapidly. Poland had the smallest initial budget deficit and also the
smallest growth in relation to its GDP, although the deficit grew significantly and also rapidly
decreased in 2021. It turns out that Italy had the biggest problem with the growth of the
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budget deficit due to the pandemic, and there is also a slower decrease relative to other
countries. The public debt was the largest initially in Italy, but the largest increase is observed
in Spain. For Poland, indeed, public debt was initially smaller and less prone to growth due to
pandemics. As for external debt, here the situation is reversed, Poland has a larger increase in
the indicator, which continues to increase even until the first quarter of 2022. Italy's external
debt also rose significantly, but this happened more evenly, as for Spain, its debt was stable
with a slight increase compared to other countries. According to the results of vector
autoregression in Italy, the presence of the double deficit problem was not statistically
confirmed; in Spain, this model showed the result that there is an impact of the budget deficit
on the current account, which was later confirmed when checking using linear regression.
According to linear regression, the current account and budget deficit are negatively related. It
was also noticed that there is an influence of the yield of 10-year government bonds of the
country on the current account, there is a negative relationship between the indicators.
Further, using vector autoregression, it was confirmed that the current account affects the
yield of 10-year Spanish bonds. The double deficit problem was not confirmed in Poland after
testing with linear regression, but there was also a relationship between Poland's 10-year bond
yield and its current account, but this was not confirmed by vector autoregression.

It can also be assumed that the situation with the debts of countries will worsen in the
context of a possible energy crisis, which may cause problems for countries and the need for
additional financing. Also in Italy, there is an increase in bond yields, which is caused by a
decrease in their price, this may indicate an increase in risks within the country, since higher
yields indicate greater risk for the bond buyer. It also indicates the growth of risks in the
country, this may be caused by the growth of uncertainty against the background of the
change of government in the country, which has become the cause of certain political
instability.

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THE PRISM OF INTERNATIONAL RATING
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Abstract. Modern business conditions are characterized by rapid technological development, so
investments are an extremely important means of stimulating progressive structural changes in the
economy of each country.

Ukraine is on the path of economic transformation, under such conditions, improving the
investment environment is one of the main directions of state policy at the current stage. The
Ukrainian investment environment attracts and repels at the same time. Ukraine occupies a strategic
geographical position, has rich natural resources and a highly educated workforce, which makes it
attractive for investment, however, it has not yet reached its expected potential, since today there is a
full-scale war on the territory of the country, and the state's intervention in the functioning of markets,
administrative obstacles that hinder the conduct of business have not been eliminated.

The study of positive and negative aspects of investment activity in the territory of our country
is becoming more and more relevant. The study of issues related to the assessment and analysis of the
Ukrainian investment environment is the object of research by many scientists. The value of scientific
works with their theoretical and practical studies is quite high, but many aspects require further
research. Thus, in order to form an effective strategy and determine the tools for attracting foreign
investment, it is necessary to monitor the current state of the Ukrainian investment environment and
evaluate the value of indicators of its investment attractiveness.

The object of the study is the modern Ukrainian investment environment. The subject of the
study is the practice of using international rating data to monitor the investment environment of
Ukraine in today's conditions. The purpose of the article is to determine the main factors that ensure
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the country's investment image in the international arena, taking into account the realities of the
modern world.

The main research methods used in the research were general economic and special scientific
methods, including the abstract method, analysis and synthesis, as well as the statistical method. An
analytical study of the investment environment in Ukraine was conducted, international investment
indices were considered, and Ukraine's position in international investment ratings was determined.

The results of the study were the conclusions made on the basis of the study of investment
attractiveness indices, the state of the investment environment of Ukraine through the prism of
international rating.

Abstract. Today, diplomacy is an important component of the process of formation of states.
Under the influence of certain factors, it changed, but it was always aimed at protecting the national
interests of states. The formation of diplomacy as a special type of state activity took place at the turn
of the 16th and 17th centuries, when the first permanent diplomatic missions appeared at the courts of
monarchs, and later - special departments that dealt with correspondence between sovereigns,
reception of foreign delegations, and negotiations.

However, historical experience shows that to ensure the effective implementation of diplomatic
relations in their entirety, the use of international legal norms alone is not sufficient. It is also
important to observe certain traditions, rules, conventions, customs, that is, what is called diplomatic
protocol. Thus, the correct observance of the rules and norms of the diplomatic protocol can contribute
to the improvement of bilateral relations and the effective resolution of various issues between the two
parties. In the event of intentional or unintentional violation of such norms, it may, on the contrary,
complicate the relations between the two states, or cause damage to their prestige and image. Also,
through the use of diplomatic protocol tools, representatives of diplomatic missions can carefully and
elegantly demonstrate their own attitude towards certain subjects of international relations or issues of
world politics.

Studies of issues related to the use of diplomatic protocol norms in the conditions of
globalization of the world economy are covered in the scientific works of both domestic and foreign
scientists. The value of scientific works with their theoretical and practical studies is quite high, but
issues related to the effectiveness of the application of diplomatic protocol tools require further
consideration.

The object of the research is the diplomatic protocol. The subject of the study is the practice of
using the tools of the diplomatic protocol in world politics. The purpose of the article is to reveal the
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content and specifics of the mechanism of international legal functioning of the diplomatic protocol,
taking into account the realities of the modern world.

The main research methods used in the research were generally philosophical, dialectical,
logical-semantic, synthesis method, systemic-structural, sociological, and statistical method. The most
important value belongs to the philosophical method in general, because the study of the formation of
negotiating tendencies with the application of diplomatic norms has its roots reaching a depth that is
expedient to investigate with the help of philosophical reasoning. The use of the dialectical method of
cognition is due to the opportunity to investigate the problems of the interaction of diplomats in the
unity of economic, social, moral and legal content. The synthesis method provides an opportunity to
supplement the categorical apparatus with new definitions.

The results of the research were the conclusions made on the basis of the study of the political
instruments of the diplomatic protocol and their influence on the further negotiating positions of the
states. The practical significance of the scientific research and its results is the study of the
consequences of observing or ignoring the diplomatic protocol (consciously or unconsciously) on the
activities of the subjects involved in the negotiation process.

Abstract. The geopolitical situation in the world has always had a direct impact on the global
energy market and energy trade. In recent years, the energy situation in Europe has been deteriorating
significantly due to a series of crisis events that have shaken the world.

The current energy crisis is perhaps the most important problem not only for Ukraine but for the
whole world. It is also a global environmental problem. Now, more than ever before, all world leaders
and international organisations are concerned about energy supplies and the energy situation in the
world as a whole. To solve the problem, it is necessary to understand the causes of the energy crisis
and its current state. Therefore, the purpose of this article is to study the stages and causes of the
energy crisis and to characterise its current state in European countries.

The article examines the causes of the energy crisis in Europe and the role of quarantine
restrictions related to the Covid-19 pandemic.

An analysis of price
changes in the energy market for producers and consumers in the EU during 2021-2023 is carried out.

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Abstract. Brexit has become one of the most significant events of recent years for Europe and
to the global economy as a whole. Given the importance of the UK as one of the world's largest
economies and its impact on global development, the research topic is relevant,

The purpose of this article is to disclose the state of affairs and assess the consequences for the
economic development of the United Kingdom after its withdrawal from the European Union in the
context of both the economy as a whole and its individual industries and sectors.

The article uses the methods of analysis and synthesis, comparison, grouping and
systematization, elements of the institutional approach, and the statistical method.

Based on the data of the UK National Statistical Office and information sources of international
organizations, the author identifies the consequences for the economic dynamics, labor market, and
investment climate of the country. It was found that in the short term, the negative impact on economic
dynamics was more significant than in subsequent years. The study showed that despite the
formalization of the break with the EU, the UK remains focused on the markets of the European
community and recognizes the importance of trade relations with the European Union in view of their
significant impact on the country's economy. Among the obvious risks of leaving the EU is the
complication of trade conditions with EU countries. There is also the possibility of an aggravation of
interstate conflicts due to economic competition for strategic resources at the global level and the
impact on international competition. The authors reveal the dual manifestation of Brexit's
consequences in the medium term. On the one hand, a reduction in investment and the number of
workers attracted to the labor market from the EU, on the other hand, an increase in the share of
domestic workers in the labor market and a decrease in unemployment. Positive effects can also be
assessed in terms of intensification of international economic relations outside the EU, which will
ensure diversification of markets and channels of investment resources. The theoretical significance of
the study is to deepen the provisions of the theory of international economic integration in terms of
determining the ratio of short-term and long-term effects (static and dynamic trade effects) in the
context of disintegration processes. The practical value is determined by the possibility of taking into
account and empirically testing the regulatory steps of the state (on the example of the United
Kingdom) to diversify foreign trade flows in order to achieve new geopolitical influence and status.
Prospects for further research are seen in assessing the economic and geopolitical consequences for the
UK of Ukraine's war with the Russian Federation, in view of the strong military and economic support
for the Ukrainian state.

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Abstract. The article examines the peculiarities and general advantages of the functioning of
international retail and trade networks. The concept of a retail trade network is defined as a general set
of stationary, non-stationary, mobile, virtual subjects of retail sales of goods and services, united by a
territorial feature. It has been established that international trade networks, especially in retail trade,
are structures with more or less established standardized business processes, management and a
special corporate climate, therefore store chains also offer a higher quality of customer service.
According to the features of interaction and the form of distribution of ownership, it is proposed to
distinguish: corporate trade networks; trade networks based on the distribution of privileges; trade
networks based on the association of independent owners. The general advantages of functioning of
international trade networks are substantiated. The essential characteristics of corporate trade networks
are defined. It is substantiated that various factors influence the development of the international retail
network, its needs, its structural and territorial organization, the most important of which are the
following: socio-economic and demographic; geographical; urban planning; transport; organizational
and technological; administrative; financial Minimizing costs, maximizing supply efficiency,
maximizing supply flexibility and responsiveness, and simplifying the supply chain are identified as
key value drivers for chain consumer goods retailers. It is proposed to divide all modern trading
companies into: international (institutions of this network are located in several countries); national
(institutions of such a network must be located in more than five regions of Ukraine); regional
(institutions of such a network are located in three or four regions of Ukraine); local (branches of such
networks are located in one or two regions of Ukraine). The place of international trade networks in
the structure of the largest food retail operators of Ukraine by total sales area is analyzed.

Abstract. The article raises the issue of the need to determine the strategic directions of the
development of Ukraine’s economy on the eve of the development and implementation of the post-war
recovery plan of our country, which will become a powerful catalyst for the development of the most
promising industries thanks to the financial support of our international partners and russian
reparations. With the help of statistical analysis, as well as the analysis of scientific and reference
literature on the mentioned issues, the expediency of considering the field of IT outsourcing as a
priority in the current conditions in the context of the concept of sustainable development, the general
character of which for Ukraine is declared in international and national strategic documents, is
substantiated. Ukrainian outsourcing companies are noted for their high recognition and
competitiveness on the global and Eastern European markets in particular. This area turned out to be
the most stable and adaptable in war conditions, since such a business is functional even without
stationary equipment, and if there is an Internet connection, it is possible to work remotely from any
place. IT outsourcing belongs to the science-intensive spheres of the economy, does not involve the
consumption of natural non-renewable resources, provides jobs for highly qualified specialists with
decent pay for their work, is a source of currency for the country, is designed to improve working
conditions and the standard of living of the population as a whole, and therefore meets the goal of
sustainable development. Based on the methods of scientific abstraction, idealization and observation,
the relationship between the development of IT outsourcing and the Sustainable Development Goals
was investigated.

The strategic planning algorithm is defined by the strategic analysis method, during which a
SWOT analysis of IT outsourcing was carried out as a sphere of the Ukrainian economy on its way to
sustainable development and, as a result of the quantitative ratio of strengths, weaknesses, as well as
opportunities and threats, the optimal strategy was chosen for development of this field among
potentially possible ones. Prospects for further research on this topic in the direction of developing
programs and road maps as part of the implementation of the proposed strategy have been determined.

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Abstract. The modern market of light petroleum products in Ukraine is marked by a tendency
to increase competition between filling station networks. In order to increase the competitiveness of
sellers on it in conditions of non-price competition, it is important for them to successfully identify,
develop and effectively implement various marketing communications tools. The article is aimed at
developing proposals for improving the system of management of marketing communications of the
operator in the market of light petroleum products of Ukraine on the basis of their analysis, developing
a model for their management.

Based on the analysis of competitiveness, it has been established that in order to ensure the
constant interest of consumers in purchasing products in OKKO network, JSC "Concern
"Galnaftogaz" needs to strengthen its positions in such areas as reputation (image potential), level of
service, marketing efforts, in particular informing customers on the Internet.

According to the results of the analysis of the websites of JSC "Concern "Galnaftogaz" and its
two competitors - PUG "CONTINUUM" and PJSC "UKRNAFTA", it can be concluded that JSC
"Concern "Galnaftogaz" should focus more efforts on highlighting and drawing attention to its own
social responsibility through the website.

In order to improve communication activities of JSC Concern Galnaftogaz on the Internet, it is
necessary to improve its website, SEO and SMM strategies, advertising and communication strategies.
In addition, the studied company needs to improve the usability of the site, increase its loading speed,
introduce a calculator, and provide customers with the opportunity to make personalized orders. JSC
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Concern Galnaftogaz should also consider the possibility of creating blog and video content and
setting up RSS. Improving the semantic core of the site and the position of the web page when
searching on Google (leading to the first page) will help increase organic traffic and conversions. JSC
Concern Galnaftogaz should also work on creating and constantly updating the content plan,
increasing the number of subscribers in social networks, conducting an e-mail campaigh with
information reports, creating search ads and implementing targeted advertising and remarketing.

It was determined that JSC Concern Galnaftogaz should consider directions for improving the
marketing communications management system based on three blocks: marketing (competitive
advantages of the brand, USP, measures to develop customer loyalty, differentiation from
competitors), creative (brand book, design, rational and emotional elements of the brand,
communication messages and methods of their transmission) and communication (promotion channels
and means of communication on the Internet).

It is noted that the formation of a system
of modern marketing communications in the conditions of various interactions of modern tourism
companies with consumers, clients, partners and competitors is achieved through the creation of
sustainable competitive advantages due to goal-oriented marketing communications with the
dominance of integration trends. It is emphasized that effective marketing decisions when promoting a
tourist product to the market are based on the economic content of the nature of marketing
communications in tourism. It is shown that the main result of the creation of integrated marketing
communications is a synergistic effect, which determines the interaction of tourism market subjects,
which are included in communications, activating the potential of their action. It is noted that the
principles of efficiency and personalization, quick response to the requirements of the tourist market
are important in the conditions of dynamic market competition. It has been confirmed that the
marketing mechanism of strategic management of the communication policy of promoting the tourist
product will allow active stimulation of consumers to increase the volume and frequency of
consumption of tourist services and convince potential consumers to maintain continuous
communication through the proposed toolkit of integrated marketing communications.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the current state of environmental
management of agricultural enterprises (on the example of “Kernel-Trade” LLC). The article analyzes
the indicators of development of certain types of economic activity in order to determine the place of
agriculture in the economy of Ukraine. Using statistical data, the author assesses the impact of
agricultural enterprises on the environment (the use of mineral and organic fertilizers, liming of soils,
soil gypsumization, soil treatment with pesticides, etc.) The author assesses the volume of investments
and current expenditures in the field of environmental protection of agricultural enterprises in Ukraine.
“Kernel-Trade” LLC is considered as one of the strongest players in the agro-industrial market, and its
main financial indicators (profit, EBIDTA, social payments, gross income, net debt), its contribution
to the achievement of the UN Sustainable Development Goals (namely, contribution to Sustainable
Development Goal 6 — clean water and satisfactory sanitation 7 — affordable and clean energy, 12 —
responsible production and consumption, 15 — protection and restoration of terrestrial ecosystems, and
17 — partnership for sustainable development) and the environmental management cycle in the field of
environmental protection. Based on the analysis of statistical information from the company’s annual
report, the volume of CO, emissions by different types of activities was compared. Using the SWOT
analysis, the features of the current state of environmental management of the enterprise are
summarized. The scientific novelty and theoretical significance of the article’s results lies in the
development of theoretical and methodical provisions for improving the management of enterprise
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competitiveness through the implementation of environmental management initiatives. Today, the
topic of ecology is extremely relevant, since obtaining EU membership requires not only economic
and political changes, but also, above all, changes in the sustainable development of the country as a
whole. It is through the prism of agriculture that the authors of the article emphasized the need for
changes in the approach to enterprise management on the basis of environmental sustainability in
Ukraine.

Key words: environmental management, agriculture, clean-tech economy, CO, emissions,
sustainable development goals.

Introduction. The concept of sustainable, balanced business is gaining popularity
in the global market as a response to consumer demands for not only a quality product, but
also knowing that it is natural and made from environmentally-friendly materials.
In the context of fierce competition, this trend is one of the best competitive advantages that
businesses can provide for their products. These changes in society have led to the emergence
of new scientific-economic concepts and terms. Fifty years ago, the best plan for industrial
development was to increase the number of factories and adopt more technological and
technogenic production of goods. Currently, the most important vector for business
development worldwide is following the principles of environmental management, which
allows for profits to be made without harming the environment and society.

The theoretical, methodical and applied aspects of environmental management have
long been in the focus of many scholars. In particular, the problems of environmental
management have been studied by Afanasieva M., Bekh V., Gobela V., Dombrovska S.,
Fagioli F., Hasugian H., Lame M., Martusewicz J., Malyuk O.S., Tocci N.B., Weatherly D.
and others. Their scientific achievements are aimed at studying the issues of state
environmental policy and audit, implementation of green business principles, formation
of an effective environmental management system and its legal regulation. Recent studies
have focused on the nature and components of environmental management, the impact
of environmental management on the competitiveness of Ukrainian enterprises, information
support for environmental management, and the need to implement environmental
management in the practical activities of Ukrainian enterprises. However, despite the large
number of studies, the issues related to the specifics of implementing environmental
management initiatives at agricultural enterprises remain insufficiently reflected.

Setting objectives. The aim of the research is to analyze the current state and prospects
for the development of environmental management at agricultural enterprises of Ukraine
as a prerequisite for sustainable development. The subject of the study is theoretical
provisions and applied aspects of the implementation of environmental management
in the activities of “Kernel-Trade” LLC to ensure its competitiveness. In the course
of the research, general scientific and special methods of cognition were used: structural and
logical — to build the general structure of the study; system and process approaches,
the method of synthesis — to reveal the essence of environmental management; statistical and
economic research methods (induction, deduction, analysis, synthesis) — to analyze and
evaluate the patterns and trends of environmental management of Kernel-Trade LLC;
methods of quantitative and qualitative analysis — to analyze the environmental consequences
of agricultural enterprises.

Results. For a qualified analysis of the state of environmental management in Ukraine,
it is worth referring to the theoretical materials database, which can further be supplemented
with statistical materials. We propose to examine in more detail the modern concept
of development and start by defining the term “environmental management” (table 1).

After analyzing the literature on the research topic, the author proposes their own
interpretation of the concept of “environmental management” as a management system that
emphasizes efforts to maximize the efficiency of managing natural resources (through proper
use or conservation) to reduce the impact of business on the environment and preserve

the global ecosystem.

Let’s move on to the main principles of environmental management, which also vary
depending on the scientist who deals with this issue and their professional field. Therefore, we
have summarized the principles as follows:

— work with caution, minimizing harmful impact on the environment;

— exchange scientific and technical knowledge for the development of science;

— each state has the sovereign right to use its own environmental resources, taking into

account the consequences for the entire world;

— implementation of ecological

innovations in the production process and

environmental management economic tools into the enterprise management process;
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— the right of humans to live in harmony with nature, to have a healthy and productive

life;

— achieving the UN’s sustainable development goals for environmental protection;

— responsibility for the environmental consequences of decisions made

by management (polluters must pay for their crimes).

Environmental management is a system of management that emphasizes efforts
to maximize the efficiency of natural resource management (proper use or preservation)
to reduce the impact of businesses on the environment in order to preserve the global
ecosystem. The main principles of environmental management include working with caution
to minimize the harmful impact on the environment, exchanging scientific and technical
knowledge for the development of science, allowing each country to use its own
environmental resources while considering the consequences for the entire world,
implementing ecological innovations in the production process and economic instruments
of environmental management, the right of humans to live in harmony with nature
for a healthy and productive life, achieving the United Nations’ sustainable development
goals regarding environmental protection, and accountability for the environmental
consequences of decisions made by management.

The main reason for implementing environmental management is the inconsistency
of industrial production with the natural system. The natural system has a closed cycle, such
as the food chain, which starts with plants and ends with them as dead remains decompose
in the soil and nourish the plants, which are then eaten by herbivorous animals. However,
modern industry does not have such a closed effect, and thus, natural resources cannot be
replenished by nature as intended.

Agriculture is a key sector for the existence of any state, as about 80%
of the consumption fund is formed by agricultural production. For Ukraine, this sector is also
considered historically important, as agriculture has always allowed people to survive, if not
thrive. Today, this is Ukraine’s main connection to the world market. In 2020, Ukraine ranked
second in total grain exports after the United States, and only “Kernel-Trade” LLC accounted
for 15% of the world’s sunflower oil exports. Fertile land combined with the hard work
of Ukrainians provides Ukraine with great opportunities for agricultural potential.

Modern agriculture is considered a highly competitive industry, as it involves about
16,000 independent enterprises that produce similar goods. This situation in the market
promotes healthy competition and prevents monopolization in the agricultural sector, which
stimulates development in other sectors of the economy.

From Fig. 1, it can be seen that the construction sector employs the smallest number
of people, with an average of around 600000, while the wholesale and retail trade employs
the largest number of workers. However, according to the available data, there is a trend
towards a decrease in the number of employed population in all types of economic activity,
which is a consequence of the crisis caused by the coronavirus in 2020, which affected not
only Ukraine, but the whole world.

— Automation of agriculture. Scientific and technological progress has made labor-
intensive processes easier, which has led to an increase in labor productivity.
For example, 50 years ago, a dairy maid was a popular profession in villages, but
now even in remote corners of the country, you can find farms that milk cows
with automated robots.

— Separation of the food and light industries. The division of industries has caused

a statistical decrease in the employed population, transforming into the agro-
industrial complex of the country.

— Economic infeasibility of agriculture within the country. If you look more closely

at the statistics, you will see that the largest companies export products abroad.

— Increase in the level of urbanization of the population. Young people leave villages

in search of a better life and more opportunities in cities, which leads to the decline
of small farms [11].

However, in the author’s opinion, all these factors speak to the improvement
of the economic situation in Ukraine, since by reducing the trend of development
of the agricultural sector, our country gets rid of the reputation of a “raw materials” country
that supplies only raw materials, and not finished products.

According to Fig. 2, it is evident that the agricultural sector indeed has the lowest wages
for employees, with the amount being 7166 hryvnia in 2018, compared to 9633 hryvnia
in the industrial sector. At that time, it was nearly three times the minimum wage, which was
3723 hryvnia in 2018.

We also suggest comparing the shares of gross value added from these same types
of economic activity over a decade — 2011 and 2021. Fig. 3 provides an illustrative
comparison of the increase in the share of gross value added to the Ukrainian economy over
10 years. In 2011, this indicator was 8.4% of total economic activity, and in 2021, it already
makes up 12.4%, which is the highest growth rate. Interestingly, the industrial sector’s
indicator has slightly decreased over these years, although it still occupies the first place.

Thus, agricultural activity is not the leading but a sufficiently profitable type
of economic activity that is going through its stage of automation, labor crises, and
sustainable development. It would be reasonable to consider this sphere in detail: what exactly
is grown on our lands, which positions are considered profitable, and how agriculture affects
the environment of Ukraine.

One of the negative impacts of agriculture on the environment is the plowing of land.
In developed countries, this indicator does not exceed 36% — in France, 18.5% — in the UK,
and 10% in the USA, while Ukraine has 68.5% of plowed land [11]. The main reason is
the intensive agricultural use of land, which affects the decrease in soil fertility (destruction
of structure, over-farming, dust storms) and their oxygen content. On such soil, the harvest is
weak and economically unprofitable, so farmers temporarily solve these problems by adding
fertilizers to the soil. Let’s consider the statistics of the use of different types of fertilizers
in Ukraine on Fig. 4.

From Fig. 4, it can be seen that in the agricultural sector, organic fertilizers are more
commonly used than mineral fertilizers. Furthermore, in 2021, the proportion of fertilized
land using mineral fertilizers was 92% (compared to 70% in 2010), while organic fertilizers
accounted for 5.7% (compared to 2.2% in 2010), so even in terms of cultivated land area,
mineral fertilizers are more commonly used.

Mineral fertilizers include nitrogen (1,769.9 thousand tons), phosphorus
(450.8 thousand tons), and potassium (363.4 thousand tons) fertilizers, with nitrogen
fertilizers being the most popular among businesses and farms in Ukraine.

Other negative impacts of agriculture on Ukraine’s soils include processes such as
liming, gypsum application, and pesticide use. All of these actions aim to improve soil
conditions — liming and gypsum application aim to reduce soil acidity to a neutral level, and
pesticides can combat harmful organisms. However, excessive amounts of these actions year
after year can deplete the soil, making it at least too hard and at most dangerous for human
activity.

Fig. 5 provides statistics on liming, gypsum application, and pesticide treatment
of Ukrainian soils. If the first two indicators are presented in hectares, the amount of pesticide
use is presented in hundreds of hectares, indicating their excessive use.

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The total area of land in Ukraine treated with pesticides is 16600.1 thousand ha, which
IS 91.5% of the total sown area. The most polluted regions are considered to be Kharkiv
(1116.3 thousand ha), Odessa (1095.8 thousand ha), Poltava (1082.3 thousand ha), Zaporizhia
(1060.9 thousand ha), and Dnipropetrovsk (1057.8 thousand ha) oblasts. The least pesticide-
polluted region is Zakarpattia oblast, which covers only 27.7 thousand ha.

It is worth considering the internal and external financing of the enterprise as a possible
reason for the reduction of emissions in the agricultural sector in recent years. Firstly,
the amount of capital investments in the environmental sector could be decisive in the fight
to reduce damage from the enterprise.

Fig. 6 shows information on the volume of capital investments in environmental
measures of the enterprise, and for agriculture, these figures are not encouraging. This result
tells us about the lack of interest of owners of agricultural enterprises to invest money
in environmental activities, as they either do not have the means to do so or do not want to.

As we can see, the agricultural sector is not very popular as a target for capital
investments, as only 15 million UAH was spent on the entire sector, which is tens of times
less than the volume of similar investments in other types of economic activity such as
metallurgy, processing, and mining industries.

Fig. 7 shows the shares of each sector of agricultural economic activity. The most is
spent on environmental protection in forestry, while the fisheries sector receives only 1
million UAH for all necessary measures. Agriculture and hunting account for 14%.

Thus, analyzing all the statistical information presented above, it can be concluded that
the agricultural sector has the potential to increase its economic benefit, but faces certain
problems on its way, such as lack of funding, insufficient number of government projects,
slow pace of automation, and acceleration of urbanization processes.

“Kernel-Trade” LLC is one of the largest enterprises in the agro-industrial sector
of Ukraine, which exports sunflower oil and grain crops to more than 80 countries around
the world [15]. The most famous activity is considered to be the production and export of oil,
but the logistics of grains and their sales occupy the largest share of the company’s profits.
“Kernel-Trade” LLC is also engaged in farming in 13 regions of Ukraine, which brings
the smallest, but still profitable income among all sectors.

As can be seen from Table 2, the main part of the profit, as well as the largest share
of EBIDTA, is generated by the sale of grain by “Kernel-Trade” LLC. Among the indicators
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that increased in 2022 are social expenses (including environmental initiatives) and gross
income, along with net debt. Therefore, we propose to calculate a financial indicator,

Debt/EBITDA, based on the data for this and previous years [16].

In the report on its activities for 2022 [16], “Kernel-Trade” LLC describes the areas
of the UN’s global sustainable development goals to which the company has contributed over

the year.

For example, indicators of energy management, waste management quality, water use,
and contribution to Ukraine’s biodiversity are related to goals 6 (clean water and sanitation),
7 (affordable and clean energy), 12 (responsible production and consumption), 15 (protection
and restoration of ecosystems on land), and 17 (partnerships for the goals).

Thus, based on the data in Table 3, the percentage of processed waste reaches 89%, and
out of the total amount of water used, 74.3% was redirected to other processes and did not

become emissions.

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The most environmentally friendly sphere per thousand tons of production is,
surprisingly, oil production, as much less harmful substances are released into the atmosphere
during all processes compared to the transportation of grain around the world (if only
the amount of fuel used is taken into account — it is surprising that grain transportation is not
the most polluting area of activity).

It is worthwhile to compare the amount of CO, emissions across all business sectors.
As seen from Fig. 9, the agricultural sector has the highest share of CO, emissions per 1000
tons of production. Most likely, the greenhouse effect caused by the planting and processing
of a large amount of grain crops is the reason for this. It is unknown how much pesticides
“Kernel-Trade” LLC wuses, but this is the most harmful impact of agriculture
on the environment. Additionally, the cultivation of sunflowers and corn has a negative effect
on some soils, which become exhausted over time due to the uniformity of crops.

Overall, considering that the sale of grain crops brings the highest profit, all business
sectors of “Kernel-Trade” LLC are balanced in terms of environmental impact. Furthermore,
taking into account that joint projects with the EBRD focus on the CO, emissions
of the category 3 emissions, the negative impact on the environment will be reduced over
time.

We propose to evaluate the state of environmental management of “Kernel-Trade” LLC
in a SWOT matrix for an objective assessment of the company’s internal and external
environment. If we summarize all the ideas presented in Table 4, we can conclude that
the environmental management of “Kernel-Trade” LLC has many strengths and even more
opportunities.

In turbulent 2022, the company decided to establish a sustainable development
committee and included neutralizing the negative impact of the war on the ecological state
of Ukraine in its goals. Therefore, the company plans to continue to grow and develop, and
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even all the mentioned weaknesses and threats can be neutralized with quality management

of financial, labor, and investment resources.

Conclusions. The state of environmental management in agricultural enterprises is quite
good, especially in large companies, as they can afford to create separate committees
for environmental sustainability, allocate funds for social payments, and participate in various
partnership programs with international organizations. However, despite all the positive
aspects, there are areas for improvement — companies should share more transparent
documentation with consumers, more detailed plans for sustainable development projects, and
receive more collaborations with foreign firms in this field, as the experience of foreign
companies will help compare situations and identify growth points for our enterprises. From
a theoretical perspective, we conducted work on classifying definitions of the concept
of “environmental management”, and from a practical standpoint, we analyzed
the environmental management of “Kernel-Trade” LLC, which helps identify problems
in the entire agriculture sector of Ukraine as a whole. For further research directions, it is
worth considering environmental management in more polluted sectors, such as industry or
wholesale and retail trade, and also delving into the legal framework of environmental aspects
of Ukrainian legislation.

The results of the study showed that Russian
military aggression caused a number of problems for Ukrainian exporters in various sectors of the
economy, moreover, it put entire industries on the verge of survival. A detailed analysis of the
dynamics and structure of exports by the main sectors of the economy was carried out. The main
threats faced by them in this difficult time for our entire state have been identified. A conclusion is
formulated regarding the need for innovative modernization of the post-war economy of Ukraine as a
basis for economic development. The main tasks of which will be the structural restructuring of the
Ukrainian economy and the development of high-tech export-oriented industries. At the same time, the
state's efforts should be focused on determining the possibilities of reorienting the efforts of
entrepreneurs to innovative activities, overcoming the technological lag behind developed countries. In
the opposite case, the presence of the Ukrainian economy on the periphery of world information and
financial processes will cause the "washing out" of national wealth through the mechanism of non-
equivalent exchange, the loss of its own sources of economic growth in the long term. The scientific
novelty of the study consists in the use of a complex approach to the justification of ways to improve
the export policy of Ukraine in the post-war period, the implementation of which will allow Ukrainian
producers to occupy a prominent place in the international division of labor. The priority directions for
improving the export policy of Ukraine in the post-war period are: development of innovative
activities; successive restructuring of the commodity structure of export and import by bringing it
closer to the structural ratios characteristic of countries with a market economy, namely reducing the
share of raw materials in favor of high-tech ones; increasing the competitiveness of products thanks to
the use of the latest marketing tools.

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Abstract. The article reveals the latest trends in the dairy products market of Ukraine. The
purpose of writing the article is the formation of the latest trends in the dairy market. Various general
scientific and special research methods were used in the process of the work. In particular, inductive
and deductive methods were used to analyze the dynamics of the cow population in Ukraine in all
categories of farms. With the help of economic analysis and comparison, the analysis of the dynamics
of the cow population in agricultural enterprises and enterprises of the population for 2011-2021 was
carried out. And the forecast until 2025 was calculated. The graphic method was used to visualize the
research results. The abstract-logical method was used for theoretical generalizations and the
formation of conclusions. The dynamics of milk production in Ukraine are substantiated, and it is
proved that it is determined by two main indicators - the number of livestock and the productivity of
cows. During the last decade, a gradual decrease in the number of cows in Ukraine has been observed,
which has become a stable negative trend. It was established that for 2011-2021 the number of cows
decreased by almost 1/3: in 2011 its number was 2.63 million heads, and in 2021 - 1.67 million heads.
The number of cows in agricultural enterprises (by 28%) and in households decreased. The tendency
to decrease is also predicted until 2025. This is also indicated by the linear predictive model. In the
structure of all farms, the largest specific weight is occupied by households, in most cases, they make
up more than 75%. For 2020-2021, production volumes also decreased by 544.5 thousand tons. Over
the years, the specific weight of all regions of Ukraine in the overall structure of the volume of milk
production has decreased. It has been established that the increase in prices for dairy products can lead
to a reduction in consumption, a shortage of milk, and an increase in exports. The influence of the
seasonality factor on the price is substantiated. In addtion, dairy producers work under martial law,
some even under fire. The number of imported dairy products is increasing in the Ukrainian market,
and this poses a threat to Ukrainian producers. It should be noted that if the current conditions do not
change, the trend of increasing imports will continue.

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Abstract. A necessary condition for the sustainable development of agricultural enterprises is
the accumulation of resource potential, and the level of its formation and use is one of the most
important indicators of the development of the country's economy as a whole.

Agricultural enterprises are an economically and socially important segment of agricultural
production, however, during the period of Russian military aggression against Ukraine, they remain
unattractive to most investors. The formation of the resource potential of agriculture and the growth of
its investment attractiveness are restrained by an acute shortage of financial resources, an
underdeveloped material and technical base, and a low solvent demand of the population. Financial
resources are one of the main factors of ensuring the economic development of agricultural
enterprises, improving the quality of the technical and technological base.

It was determined that the decisive role in the formation of the resource potential of agricultural
enterprises should belong to structural transformations and improvement of economic relations.

It has been proven that the implementation of an effective strategy for the formation of the
resource potential of agricultural enterprises is a systemic problem and requires a comprehensive
solution to the following problems: increasing the level of state and regional financing of agricultural
enterprise support programs; increasing the effectiveness of regional and sectoral agricultural science
and creating a powerful package of competitive innovations (new agricultural and biotechnologies);
breeding achievements in plant and animal breeding, modern technical complexes adapted to the
conditions of a specific soil and climate zone); formation of economic mechanisms for stimulating the
demand of agricultural enterprises for innovative products in the field of material and technical
support; creation of a flexible modern regional agro-service infrastructure capable, together with the
corresponding national infrastructure, of ensuring the introduction of new elements of material and
technical support of agricultural production into the production process.

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Abstract. Ensuring a high standard of living of the population, meeting the necessary needs of
citizens in comfortable housing, energy, transport, and services are the key tasks of a socially oriented
economy. Adequate satisfaction of these needs is possible only under the conditions of uninterrupted
and efficient functioning of utility enterprises, and the quality and efficiency of the activity of utility
enterprises directly depends on their financial condition.

Especially now in the conditions of decentralization, it is relevant to study the issues of
functioning, development and financial support, the financial condition of communal enterprises. The
problems and prospects of restoring the communal sphere of Ukraine during and after the end of the
Russian war against Ukraine are considered. Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine led to large human
casualties, massive displacement of the population, and significant infrastructure damage. The impact
on economic activity was also enormous: real GDP fell sharply, inflation soared, trade was severely
disrupted, and the budget deficit rose to unprecedented levels.
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The main events and development of the economy during the martial law in the state were
analyzed, the problems were identified and the optimal conditions for the future development of the
communal sphere were substantiated. Already existing plans for the restoration of Ukraine's
infrastructure after the end of the war are analyzed and other possible options for the development of
the reconstruction of the utility sector in the context of the international education of the European
Union countries are predicted. The purpose of the article is to study the main directions of theoretical
foundations and practical recommendations for the formation and use of financial resources of
communal enterprises and the development of scientific and practical recommendations for improving
the management of financial resources of communal enterprises in Ukraine. The following methods of
scientific research were applied during the formation of the analytical basis for evaluating the
effectiveness of financial management of utility companies: formalization, measurement, statistical,
analytical, comparison, sociological, structural and logical analysis. The methods of idealization,
forecasting, generalization, modeling, methods of quantitative and qualitative research were used to
determine the directions of modernization of the management of the finances of communal enterprises
in the conditions of post-war recovery.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to highlight the influence of external environmental factors on
the formation of resource potential (human, land, financial, informational, material, technical and
technological resources) of an agricultural enterprise. The purpose of the article is to reveal the
essence and meaning of the resource potential to ensure the effective functioning of the agricultural
enterprise as an open socio-economic system, as well as to determine the influence of environmental
factors on the formation of the resource potential using the methodological toolkit of economic
diagnostics.

The article focuses on the need to diagnosing the external environment of the functioning of
agricultural enterprises as an important and necessary prerequisite for the formation of their resource
potential. The theoretical influence of external environmental factors on the formation of resource
potential of agricultural enterprises is substantiated.

Taking into account the sectoral specificity of activity - seasonality of production, dependence
on natural and climatic conditions, etc., the main factors of the external environment that influence the
formation of the resource potential of agricultural enterprises are defined as: demographic,
educational, globalization, informational, institutional, social and cultural, the level of scientific and
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technical progress, level of economic development.

The role of economic diagnostics in studying the external factors affecting the activities of
agricultural enterprises is revealed. The methodical toolkit of economic diagnostics is considered and
the expediency of using SWOT analysis is substantiated in order to find out the influence of
environmental factors on the resource provision of agricultural enterprises.

It has been proven that the formation of resource potential in agricultural enterprises, in
accordance with modern market requirements, requires taking into account the impact of a range of
external factors on the internal environment of the enterprise. The information obtained through
diagnostic research enables the economically viable and justified formation of resources that create
real and potential opportunities for the functioning, growth and development of agricultural
enterprises, ensuring competitive advantages in the market.

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Abstract. Russia's military aggression, which is currently ongoing, has intensified the
actualization of the issue of limited financial support of local budgets. To the list of existing problems,
such as: outdated infrastructure, neglected state of housing and communal services, low quality of
public services, problems of post-war reconstruction and provision, adaptation of temporarily
displaced persons were added. The above forces us to look for additional sources for rebuilding
infrastructure, creating new jobs, and financing regional socio-economic development projects. One of
these sources can be the activation of private capital within the state using the instrument of public-
private partnership (PPP).

The purpose of the article is the need to carry out further scientific research on the peculiarities
of the implementation of public-private partnership at the regional level in the conditions. Achieving
the goal is ensured by the use of such methods as analysis and synthesis, generalization and scientific
abstraction.

Particular attention is paid to the fact that the need to rebuild and reconstruct the infrastructure,
restore production and create new jobs requires the involvement of external financing and the
activation of private capital within the state. PPP can be one of the effective tools for ensuring
interaction between the authorities and private business in domestic realities. The world experience of
implementing PPP projects confirms the emergence of a significant synergistic effect of the interaction
of government and business at all levels. The above requires a comprehensive analysis of PPP basics,
its advantages and key factors, the state of implementation of current projects in Ukraine with the aim
of activation and practical, effective application of this tool.

It has been proven that PPP can become a powerful lever for the recovery and development of
the country's economy, especially in the field of infrastructure construction and modernization. At the
same time, the use of this tool is necessary not only at the state and regional level, but in conditions of
decentralization, at the level of territorial communities. However, for the effective functioning of the
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PPP mechanism, in our opinion, it is necessary to first improve the institutional environment by
involving expert councils at state and local authorities from representatives of the public, scientists,
and representatives of private business. This component can become an accelerator for combining the
needs of a specific region, community and initiative on the part of private business.

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Abstract. The article examines the current state of the main macroeconomic indicators of
Ukraine. The purpose of the scientific work is the study of modern trends of the main macroeconomic
indicators: the level of GDP, the level of unemployment and inflation, changes in tax legislation,
analysis of the main international food agreements in the conditions of war. Their impact on the
country's economy and the functioning of business in the current conditions is studied. Scientific
articles of domestic and foreign scientists were used for the research. To achieve the goal, such
scientific methods as: analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, economic-statistical and
generalization were used. As a result of the analysis, it was established that the war in Ukraine has a
significant impact on the functioning of domestic enterprises and business as a whole. It has been
investigated that one of the key tasks of the Ministry of Economy is the relocation of enterprises from
temporarily occupied territories to safer regions - Lviv, Transcarpathia, Volyn, Chernivtsi and other
regions. Naturally, thanks to this process, tax revenues are paid to the budget of various levels,
existing jobs are maintained, and new personnel, which are in short supply, are recruited. It has been
established that powerful missile strikes on critical infrastructure, rising inflation, unemployment,
Ukraine's inability to carry out full-fledged international trade by sea make the stability and
development of the economy impossible. The largest external donors of financial assistance to Ukraine
are analyzed in detail. The negative impact of military operations on the size of Ukraine's exports and
imports was revealed. It is noted that the energy infrastructure is constantly exposed to shelling, and
thus to the temporary destabilization of Ukrainian business as a whole. Solving existing problems is
possible by carrying out certain measures: provision of financial assistance by foreign countries and
funds, development of energy sources, formation of alternative potential in the energy sector, free
movement of capital and labor resources. In general, this will provide an opportunity to rebuild the
domestic economy according to European principles.

Abstract. The development of the digital economy, which is happening all over the world
today, proves that there is no alternative to the process of further digital transformation of economic
relations, which actualizes the issue of activating such a transformation of the national economy.

The purpose of the article is to deepen the theoretical foundations of the use of fiscal tools for
the development of the digital economy through the substantiation of the conceptual foundations of the
formation and functioning of the mechanism of such stimulation. To achieve this goal, the article uses
a set of general and special methods of scientific research, namely: comparison, systematic approach,
method of content analysis, abstraction, analysis and synthesis, and graphic visualization.

The article examines the theoretical and methodological provisions of the functioning of the
mentioned mechanism as an integral and objectively necessary component of the general system of
state regulation of economic relations in the field of digitalization of the national economy. In
particular, the content of such concepts as “fiscal stimulation”, “tax stimulation” was studied.
Accordingly, it is determined that fiscal stimulation is a process of influencing the activities of
economic entities through the use of fiscal instruments, i.e, a set of means used to accumulate financial
resources of economic entities to generate state budget revenues. Taking into account the obtained
results, the essence of the specified mechanism was specified, and it was proposed to consider it as a
set of measures, methods, principles and concepts, which collectively determine the peculiarities of the
application of fiscal instruments for the development of economic relations based on the use of
modern information and communication technologies in the production, distribution, exchange and
consumption.

Also, in the process of conducting a scientific study, great attention was paid to the
identification of the basic components of such mechanism and the display of their interrelations. At the
same time, the principles of the specified mechanism are considered in detail, which include the
following: principles of formation (scientific, historicity, resource provision, systematicity, rationality,
duration) and the principles of development (harmony, effectiveness, adaptability, efficiency). The last
group was expanded by two new principles: consumerism and transparency. In the article, their
essence is revealed, and the implementation of these principles are substantiated, their observance in
the future will increase the effectiveness of the mechanism of fiscal stimulation of the national
economy development.

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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to determine the stages, mechanisms and competitive
advantages of the transformation of industrial ecosystems to the circular economy model.

The methodological basis of the research is the method of scientific knowledge and system
approach, comparison, analytical method, as well as dialectical, structural and functional methods. It has
been proven that a closed ecological and economic cycle includes the achievement of sustainable
economic growth through the use of global resources and the reuse of materials.

It was determined that in the circular economy, companies develop integrated supply chains,
using resources more efficiently and creating new markets. The stages of the organization of the
reconstruction of ecosystems: the assessment of ecosystem readiness and its transformation are
considered, it is found that innovative technologies contribute to the systemic implementation of
changes. The transformation of ecosystems is carried out with the help of mechanisms for limiting
early investment costs, investing in IT infrastructure, and encouraging stakeholders to cooperate. It is
proven that the riskiness of the transformed business model forces the parties to agree on the
distribution of risks and revenues.

The principles of a circular ecological and economic cycle, which is based on circular
development and reuse of waste, were proposed. The basis of the proposed scheme of principles
reconstructs a simple economic linear scheme, which was previously based on the principles of
"extracted - processed - consumed - discarded waste". To change the linear economy to the economy
of a circular ecological and economic cycle, there is a need to ensure the maximum efficiency of each
stage of the life cycle of a product or service. As part of the development of the circular ecological-
economic cycle economy model, a conceptual approach to the introduction of a circular economy in
Ukraine was proposed.

The transformation of industrial ecosystems can provide enterprises with various competitive
advantages. Among the most common strategic advantages are differentiation and cost leadership.
However, the main benefit of ecosystem transformation is to enhance the ability of ecosystems to
achieve good triple bottom line outcomes, delivering social, financial and environmental benefits to
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clients. In particular, companies achieve higher productivity, better use of resources, reduction of
hazardous jobs, greater transparency of the ecosystem, market growth and financial returns. The
transformation of the ecosystem to a circular economy model creates opportunities for the
development of sustainable industry.

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Introduction. Many countries of the world use a linear model of the economy, which
includes extraction, processing of resources and processing them into waste, without further
application. As a result of the processing of resources, there is environmental pollution,
accumulation of waste, which leads to environmental disasters. In order to ensure the
sustainable development of countries, there is a change in the production model from a linear
to a circular model of the economy (or a closed cycle economy). The use of a closed
ecological and economic cycle includes the creation of business conditions related to waste
processing and minimizing the negative impact on the environment and climate [1; 7].

Research on this topic is just beginning to gain momentum, but such foreign and
Ukrainian scientists as N. Boken and E. Olivetti [5]; Ghisellini P., Cialani C., Ulgiati S. [12];
E. MacArthur [14]; P.K. Fletcher [11] and others contributed to the problems and prospects of
implementing a circular ecological and economic cycle.

The topics of the circular ecological-economic cycle have not been sufficiently
researched, therefore there is a need to study the systemic impact of this model of the
economy on economic relations, on the existence of application limitations.

Problem statement. The purpose of this article is to consider the stages, mechanisms and
competitive advantages of the transformation of industrial ecosystems to the circular economy
model.

The methodological basis of the research is the method of scientific knowledge and system
approach, comparison, analytical method, as well as dialectical, structural and functional methods.
The information base consisted of normative and legal documents that regulate entrepreneurial
activity, as well as monographs, articles in scientific journals, materials of periodicals on the
subject under study.

Kesults. There is a decrease in cheap resources, which requires the timely
implementation of a closed-loop economy, which will improve the efficiency of enterprises
and lead to a reduction in waste by turning garbage into money.

The concept of a circular ecological and economic cycle was adopted by the European
Union, which provided for the introduction of new business models that will be focused on
the reuse, repair, restoration of products and the maximum reduction of waste generation
[17;1;15]. The European Union has approved key documents related to the transition of
countries to the conditions of using the circular economy:

1. The Seventh EU Environmental Action Program until 2020 "Living well within the
limits of our planet” (2012).

2. Communication from the Commission to the European Parliament, the Council, the
European Economic and Social Committee and the Committee of the Regions "Towards a
Circular Economy: Zero Waste Agenda for Europe" (2014) and "Closing the Loop - EU
Circular Economy Action Plan” (2015) etc.

The circular economy is based on a model of economic development, which is based on
the rational use and recovery of resources, as well as the process of changing the classic linear
model of production to a circular one, which is focused on changing the efficiency of
production of products and providing services that minimize waste and other types pollution.
This type of circular ecological-economic cycle of the economy is considered as part of the
Fourth Industrial Revolution, with the application of which the rationality of the use of
resources will generally increase, the development of the economy will become systematic,
predictable and transparent [13].

The circular cycle concept is based on the "3R" principles: reducing consumption
(Reduce); reuse (Reuse); processing (Recycle). But when switching to this model of the
economy, we suggest improving the principles of a circular ecological and economic cycle
[19].
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The basis of the proposed scheme of economic principles of a circular ecological-
economic cycle lies in circular development, which rebuilds a simple economic linear
scheme, which was previously based on the principles of "extracted - processed - consumed -
discarded waste".

The circular ecological and economic cycle includes the achievement of sustainable
economic growth through the use of global resources and the reuse of materials.

With the production cycle, according to the most modest calculations, the world
economy will be able to receive 1 trillion dollars annually by 2025, as well as in the next five
years to create 100,000 new jobs, saving 500 million dollars on materials and preventing the
appearance of 100 million tons of waste [19].

Most of the world's countries use an approach to economics that includes research, use,
utilization, and recovery of resources. The goal of the circular ecological and economic cycle
is to preserve materials, products, etc. at the highest level.

It is recommended that the advantages include a significant saving of resources,
sustainable resource use, satisfaction of the needs of the population, growth of the economy
and income in general, protection of enterprises from resource shortages and unstable prices,
energy savings due to a circular production cycle.

This model of the economy also foresees changes in industry related to the selection of
raw materials, product manufacturing processes, and the use of by-products as raw materials
for further production. A circular ecological and economic cycle allows you to avoid the
accumulation of waste, shortage of resources, deterioration of the environment and climate,
and, in turn, will contribute to the development of innovative technologies for processing
products, increasing the competitiveness of the economy in general.

The mechanisms of the circular ecological and economic cycle are subject to a number
of concepts, specific approaches and rules:

- Cradle-to-Cradle concept (“from cradle to cradle™) is a concept of waste-free
production [6];

- Biomimicry is the search for stimulating environmentally sustainable solutions [20];

- IndustrialEcology ("industrial ecology") is the development of industrial products and
processes that will provide a double assessment of the product's competitiveness and its
environmental friendliness;

- BlueEconomy ("blue economy") is the sustainable use of ocean resources to improve
livelihoods and jobs while preserving the health of the ocean ecosystem [4];

- Biosphere Rules (“biosphere rules™) is the application of principles using circular
processes in nature and their implementation in industrial production systems [18].

Since 2013, the EaPGREEN program has been implemented, the basis of which is
support for the transition to a "green” economy. This program is financed by the European
Union and started to be used by six countries of the Eastern Partnership of the EU (Georgia,
Moldova, Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia, Azerbaijan), the USA, Japan, South Korea, and the
People's Republic of China [17].

The EaPGREEN program includes the project "Resource-Efficient and Clean
Production (hereafter RECV)", which is proposed by the United Nations Industrial
Development Organization (UNIDO) and the United Nations Environment Program (UNEP).
The basis of this project is the dissemination of approaches and principles of effective use of
resources among small and medium-sized businesses.

As noted by K. Romanova and M. Tsybka RECHV is a method of comprehensive and
continuous application of preventive measures regarding the impact of production processes
on the environment with the aim of improving productivity and production efficiency and
reducing risks for people, reducing the volume of waste generation, improving the quality and
safety of products and services [17].
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In Ukraine, during the period of use of the RECV project, it is observed the potential of
Ukrainian enterprises to improve the efficiency indicators of waste volume reduction, material
consumption, increase of jobs.

The policy of the circular environmental and economic cycle has led to the creation of
1000 landfills, which are aimed only at disposal, a low level of recycling, and in turn this has
led to an increase in jobs. As O. Semerak pointed out, the implementation of the principles of
the circular cycle additionally gives 4% of the country's GDP growth.

It is appropriate to draw a comparison that in Sweden 99% of garbage is recycled, in the
USA 35% is disposed of, in Germany - 65%, in turn in Ukraine 94% of garbage is taken to
landfills.

This comparison requires the introduction of tools that will allow efficient use of waste,
as waste is an opportunity to introduce new technologies and preserve the environment.
Therefore, according to the association agreement, Ukraine began to reduce the volume of
waste generation, increase recycling and reuse, sort garbage and introduce a ban on landfilling
untreated waste.

In the EU, by 2035, goals have been set, including the recycling of up to 65% of the
total volume.

In December 2015, the European Commission adopted an action plan for the transition
to the economy of a circular ecological and economic cycle, which provides for the
development of relevant state regulation. When signing the Association Agreement with the
EU, Ukraine undertook to adapt the legislation to the EU policy, since although the
implementation of the circular cycle requires investments, it is not possible without clear
legislative regulation. Regulatory and legal frameworks for the greening of the economy are
developed and developed by the relevant ministries.

State regulation also includes and considers the allocation of grants, in relation to
research data, priority is given to the use of state procurement and tax benefits.

It should be noted that when buying, for example, any electrical appliance, the buyer
pays a small amount for further recycling of this product, which leads to a reduction in waste
and recycling of objects that are already unusable, without harming the environment.
Therefore, let's emphasize that when buying a particular product, the buyer must be
responsible for product labeling and trademarks. In Ukraine, the implementation of the
circular economic cycle has started in the field of public procurement, which is one of the
largest blocks of obligations within the framework of the Association Agreement between
Ukraine and the EU and is the field where the integration of the domestic market into the
European one is foreseen.

In 2010, the State Environmental Policy Strategy of Ukraine until 2020 was adopted,
which includes the development of a mechanism for sustainable production and consumption.
Since 2017, Ukraine has joined the formation of the policy of "green" public procurement, the
advantages of which are: improvement of working conditions, development of innovations,
efficiency of the economy, attraction of investments, environmental and social responsibility.

After joining "green™ public procurement, a new State Environmental Policy Strategy
was developed - until 2030, in which the course towards a "green" economy remains key.

The model of the economy of the circular ecological and economic cycle includes as a
basis the goal of reducing the consumption of natural resources, while not sacrificing the
quality of life. The main principles of the model of a closed ecological and economic cycle lie
in circular development, which includes secondary processing of resources, preservation of
the value of the product, materials.

According to the linear model, low-waste technologies are implemented, where if waste
is generated, it is completely disposed of, which is what led to the need for a model of a
circular ecological and economic cycle.
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The author proposed the principles of a circular ecological and economic cycle, which is
based on circular development and reuse of waste. The basis of the proposed scheme of
principles reconstructs a simple economic linear scheme, which was previously based on the
principles of "extracted - processed - consumed - discarded waste". To change the linear
economy to the economy of a circular ecological and economic cycle, there is a need to
ensure the maximum efficiency of each stage of the life cycle of a product or service.

As part of the development of the circular ecological-economic cycle economy model, a
conceptual approach to the introduction of a circular economy in Ukraine was proposed.

First, the conceptual approach to the development of the circular economy should be
based on the strategy of sustainable development - a complex, multifaceted concept that tries
to harmonize three dimensions of development: economic, social and environmental. It is
linked to the circular economy through economic and environmental dimensions, as well as
through corporate social responsibility, which is a business gateway to sustainable
development.

The next criterion - environmental change - is a multifaceted concept that includes
theory, discourse and implementation. It is used by governments (such as in France) to
describe a multilateral process to guide society towards economic development within
planetary constraints.

The criterion that emerges from the previous two - ecological economics, is an
interdisciplinary system that seeks to combine two historically separate fields - economics and
ecology.

Industrial symbiosis, sustainable consumption and dematerialization are attempts to
further develop this theory. Dematerialization means using less or no material to provide the
same level of functionality to the user.

This includes improving the use of materials or moving from goods to services. When it
comes to making better use of materials, there are two main solutions to applying this
philosophy to waste: avoiding products or purchasing durable products.

In the field of industrial ecology, lean manufacturing is used as an operational tool for
continuous and incremental elimination of waste due to improved production processes.

Extended producer responsibility (EPR) implements the principle - the polluter pays and
aims to transfer the environmental responsibility of the product throughout its life cycle to the
producer. Although extended producer responsibility can affect life-cycle changes, it has
mostly provided an opportunity to manage consumer products at the end of their useful lives.
Extended producer responsibility, a model where packaging companies are responsible for the
end-of-life of materials, is critical to closed economy policies to promote sustainable materials
management, recycling and reduced environmental impact. Manufacturers can influence
change by making products and packaging more durable so that materials can be reused,
recycled or reintegrated into new product designs [21].

The concept of eco-design is based on the integration of environmental aspects into
product development. Ecodesign can be used as a tool to implement the results of life cycle
assessment. It can be a guideline, a checklist or an analytical tool that supports the process of
developing a product based on eco-efficiency.

Related to ecodesign is environmental design, a process used in many industries to help
organizations improve the environmental impact of their products and services throughout
their development process. Each industry approaches this process differently, and there are
several standards. Moreover, for small producers it is often seen as a time-consuming and
expensive additional cost. It's still a new process for most designers and engineers, but it's
slowly evolving.

Product maintenance systems (described by Arnold Tukker) are seen as an excellent
means of implementing sustainable solutions.They consist of tangible products and intangible
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services, designed and connected in such a way that together they can meet the specific needs
of consumers for environmentally friendly outcomes.

Shared consumption is a general term with a wide range of meanings. The concept
focuses on reducing the negative impact on the environment by reducing the number of goods
that are produced, reducing industrial pollution (for example, reducing the carbon footprint
and overall resource consumption).

It seeks to change our perception of waste, arguing that much of what we define as
waste still has value that, if properly designed and distributed, can safely serve as "nutrients”
for downstream processes, unlocking new levels of value in an ever-diminishing environment.
more and more expensive resources. Shared consumption develops circular systems, i.e.
product service systems.

We are currently using resources unsustainably. We are consuming and extracting more
resources than our planet can sustain in the long term. It is estimated that by 2050, the total
number of middle-class consumers will reach 6-7 billion, putting more pressure on
consumption and the environment.

The modern way of life forces us to expect more and more comfort, and this has its
price. Pay attention to the use of plastics that are not sufficiently recycled. Many plastic
products end up in the seas and oceans, causing serious damage.

Examining the experience of the world's leading countries, it is worth emphasizing that
the European Union and other developed countries around the world are making significant
progress in the fight against climate change thanks to the reduction of carbon emissions. It has
been proven that reducing emissions does not hinder economic growth; on the contrary, since
1990, the gross domestic product in the EU has increased by 50%, while greenhouse gas
emissions have decreased by 24%. More and more people are looking to reduce emissions by
sharing cars, reducing energy consumption or recycling and sorting waste. While this is
commendable, we know that it will not be enough to ensure future low carbon emissions or to
achieve the long-term goal of "a good quality of life within our planet.”

There are signs that public awareness of the problem is growing and new policy plans
are being developed that will fundamentally change the way we produce, consume and live.
These political plans are comprehensive and systematic long-term actions. At the end of 2015,
the European Commission presented the circular economy package — Europe's response to
future challenges. It covers various stages of the long life cycle of products: from production
and consumption to waste management. The proposed actions should be beneficial for both
the environment and the economy.The idea is to keep materials in the economic cycle as long
as possible, thereby reducing waste, contributing to energy savings and reducing greenhouse
gas emissions. The transition to a circular economy will help alleviate the environmental and
health problems caused by today's linear economy that follows the principle of "produce, use
and discard". However, this will require radical changes in production and consumption
systems that go far beyond the rational use of resources and waste processing.

A key aspect of achieving a circular economy will be training, monitoring progress and
providing information, developing the concepts, methods and models necessary to develop
flexible policies and to achieve this goal. There is also a need for breakthrough innovations
and technologies, without which it is impossible to achieve the transition to a low-carbon
circular economy [2;8;10].

Enterprises are developing integrated supply chains that allow more efficient use of
resources and the creation of new markets. Innovative information and communication
technologies and social changes contribute to this systemic transformation. Ecosystem
organizers usually approach this goal in two stages: ecosystem readiness assessment and its
transformation.
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At each stage, special and complementary mechanisms are developed to achieve their
goals. Assessing ecosystem readiness is an important starting point for understanding the
transformation processes that manufacturing companies and their ecosystem partners must
undertake to move to a circular economy paradigm. Readiness assessment is a fundamental
step that allows business leaders to be sensitive to external information, identify new business
opportunities related to the circular economy, and understand their own capacity to embrace
these opportunities.

The readiness of manufacturing enterprises for the circular economy is assessed using
key parameters:

— existing trends that directly or indirectly affect the business potential of the
ecosystem;

- the possible impact of transformational measures on the existing business;

— assessment of potential business models;

- assessment of opportunities and goals of partners in the ecosystem.

World experience shows that leading manufacturing companies carry out the
transformation of ecosystems with the help of several mechanisms. In particular, it is about
limiting early investment costs related to the circular economy [9]. This is caused by the lack
of free working capital or other financial resources for investing in a circular business model,
as well as the high uncertainty of this paradigm.The way out of the situation in such a case
can be active investment by ecosystem organizers in IT infrastructure, which allows them to
stimulate stakeholders to participate in transformations. Another mechanism consists in
supporting the development of innovative procedures and processes by partners: the use of
digitization for the provision of services, development of competencies, portfolio
management, customization of product and service components (table 1).

Such measures contribute to the equalization of incentives and the rapid adaptation of
circular business models.

The relationship of large manufacturing enterprises with the ecosystem shows a certain
tendency to conflicts. The solution to this problem lies in the plane of relational
interdependence between ecosystem partners. For example, a company involved in the
telecommunications industry, offering a business model on the market based on the use of its
own potential, must coordinate it with customers and consumers.

The corresponding proposals carried significant economic and environmental
advantages, as they allowed to save on the costs of equipment, the service life of which was
supposed to increase due to better maintenance. However, since the new business model has
significant risk characteristics and is not completely functionally understandable for both
parties, they must agree on the distribution of risks and revenues, which creates incentives for
interdependence.

On the other hand, small businesses in existing business ecosystems are usually hesitant
to invest heavily in circular economy offerings due to the high initial investment and
significant uncertainty of their profitability. Therefore, the encouragement of investment by
the leaders of the ecosystems may consist in granting the status of exclusivity or other
economic preferences to such enterprises. Appropriate agreements are able to influence
mutual interdependence, thanks to which all involved enterprises receive a clear division of
roles and joint benefits.

Business model and ecosystem partner assessments complement the external ecosystem
assessment as they provide information on the readiness of the ecosystem host and partners
for transformation. Taken together, all three assessments establish a gap between the
aspirations of a circular economy and the capacity of the ecosystem to achieve these
aspirations. The gap identifies the capabilities and resources that are missing from the
ecosystem and the ecosystem management processes that would be necessary for the
ecosystem to transition to a circular economy paradigm. In particular, ecosystem readiness
assessment is rarely a linear process. After closing the gaps, manufacturing companies
participate in the transformation of ecosystems. At this stage, we have identified three
mechanisms that jointly move the ecosystem towards establishing its circular economy goals.
Standardization mechanisms are used to define and legitimize goals for ecosystem partners.
Organizers establish general standards against which the ecosystem will be evaluated (e.g.,
life-cycle costs of equipment and its use), develop specific standards with selected ecosystem
partners (e.g., engine design standards), and impose specific standards on a broader set of
ecosystem partners, including potential new partners (for example, the quality of materials).

Once goals are established through standardization mechanisms, ecosystem organizers
turn their attention to ensuring that all partners have access to the necessary resources and
capabilities to realize the goals. Mechanisms of upbringing are central to this process. In
addition to internal investment, ecosystem organizers bear the early costs of infrastructure
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investment and facilitate investment by key ecosystem partners, helping them offset
uncertainty.

Once incentives are provided, the activities of multiple ecosystem actors must be
coordinated as they incorporate circular economy standards into their individual offerings.
Ecosystem organizers achieve this coordination by using negotiation mechanisms such as
give-and-take rules, establishment of relational interdependencies, and risk-benefit analysis to
include new partners. In this way, mechanisms of standardization, education and negotiation
guide the transformation from the point where each partner has circular economy goals that
contribute to the alignment of ecosystem aspirations.

Conclusions. Thus, in the closed-loop model, the economic cycle has the same stages
as in the linear one, but here the cycle is not interrupted. After the product is used, the waste is
not disposed of, but is sent to special waste processing centers, where it is processed and takes
the form of resources for further production of goods, or goods that have lost their price
appeal for one industry may become attractive for another [16].

At the same time, long-term multiple life cycles are important for the circular economy,
and short-term, from purchase to sale, for the linear economy. To change the linear economy
to a circular one, it is necessary to ensure the maximum efficiency of each process at each
stage of the life cycle of a product or service.

As part of the development of the model of the economy of the closed ecological and
economic cycle, a conceptual approach to the introduction of the circular economy was
proposed, which should be based on the strategy of sustainable development - a complex
multi-valued concept that tries to harmonize three dimensions of development: economic,
social and ecological. It is linked to the circular economy through economic and
environmental dimensions, as well as through corporate social responsibility, which is a
business gateway to sustainable development.

It was determined that in the circular economy, companies develop integrated supply
chains, using resources more efficiently and creating new markets. The stages of the
organization of the reconstruction of ecosystems: the assessment of ecosystem readiness and
its transformation are considered, it is found that innovative technologies contribute to the
systemic implementation of changes. The transformation of ecosystems is carried out with the
help of mechanisms for limiting early investment costs, investing in IT infrastructure, and
encouraging stakeholders to cooperate. It is proven that the riskiness of the transformed
business model forces the parties to agree on the distribution of risks and revenues. The
competitive advantages of transformations of industrial ecosystems consist in differentiation
and cost leadership, strategic ones in increasing the ability of ecosystems to achieve social,
financial and environmental results, creating opportunities for the development of sustainable
industry.

The circular economy will promote the use of the reverse flow of resources, help
eliminate waste from the value chain. And conducting research and development on the main
aspects of the circular economy will give an impetus to progress in the field of materials
science and the development of higher-quality and durable components.

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Abstract. The scientific research presented in the article is focused on the consideration and
substantiation of the main and current problematic aspects of the use of risk management tools and
recommendations for their optimal combination to ensure the maximum risk management efficiency in
the implementation of investment and infrastructure projects for the reconstruction of Ukraine.

The article uses the methods of theoretical analysis of scientific literature, statistical analysis to
study and systematize data on the volume of economic losses during the full-scale war in Ukraine and
to assess the needs for recovery investments by economic sectors, and to make a comparative analysis
of insurance and guarantee instruments for risk management of investment and infrastructure projects,
taking into account the military and political conditions of their implementation, etc. The results of the
study show that investment and infrastructure projects can be managed with the use of insurance and
guarantee instruments in a way that is more effective than other methods of risk management.

The results of the study showed that investment and infrastructure projects for the
reconstruction of Ukraine are accompanied by significant risks related to the uncertainty of economic
and political conditions during Russia's war against Ukraine, financial and technical procedural
problems, changes in legislation, in particular regarding investment incentives, etc. In order to
effectively manage these risks, it is necessary to use a comprehensive approach, including the
development of a risk management strategy, the definition of risk control and monitoring procedures,
the use of financial, guarantee, insurance and digital tools, etc.

The scientific novelty of the study is to raise the issue of the need to develop an optimal
combination of risk management tools for investment and infrastructure projects for the reconstruction
of Ukraine in the face of the uncertainties associated with the war and post-war period and its
conditions.

The practical significance of the study is that the results of the study can be used by managers,
investors and developers of projects for the reconstruction of the Ukrainian economy both in the
current state of martial law and after its termination.

(territories, industries of economy, subject of menage) object to use a capital taking into account
influence of internal and external factors;the structural examines investment potential as component
element of the system of potentials of higher level (on a row with labour, innovative, resource — in
composition economic); effective direction is determined by investment potential through ability of
research object to get a certain result from bringing in of the proper resources.Thus the index of
estimation of investment potential is foreseen by determination of maximal result, what object of
research can get the use of present investment resources at terms.

The multidimensionalness of interpretation of concept of investment potential testifies to his
complication and importance for an antikrizovogo management a national economy. In the conditions
of soldiery losses and budgetary deficit, exactly investments can become the key factor of proceeding
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in the Ukrainian economy.

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Abstract. The article is devoted the analysis of value of forming of investment resource of
structural modernization of economy for post-war renewal of Ukraine. In investigation of military
operations through Russian aggression a national economy suffers today from crisis displays and deep
regional disproportion which is a substantial obstacle on the way of economic renewal and getting up
in a post-war period.

The effective model of intensive development of national economy is dynamic growth of GDP,
which would enable to provide constantly growings public necessities at maximally ideal terms. It
predetermines the necessity of observance of permanent rates of economic development in the
conditions of complete application of exhausted of production resources, above all things, labou
